He is
the symbol for a dopple-ganger, an
epigram in whom life lingers beneath
holographic clarity.

THE FITCHBURG SHERIFF        An overweight sheriff who dreams of
child molestation. He remains outside
chronological time when he is mounted
on his horse, his unswerving sense of
duty to his position. He is the metonymy
in memory.

GRANDFATHER Agrandfather at an early age; his chil-
dren’s children produced quickly. He is
concerned that he may be gay but has never
enacted what he believes is the fundamental
indication, symbol. Although childhood
friends with the Sheriff, Grandfather is
unaware of his attitude towards children.
He is the symbol for an objectified feeling,
signifier hanging off  of  a slanted chair.

               NARRATOR 1           She is an intention along a chain of
signifiers.

(I)           NARRATOR 2 He is an intention along a chain of
parrots, signifiers wingless and
squawking.

               NARRATOR 3 He is an intention along the atlas,
crown, and poppies, syntax in the form
of burr grass.

PAUL (LEO) MOLITOR He is represented by a baseball card.
a.k.a. THE IGNITOR Paul batted safely in 39 consecutive
a.k.a.  MOLLY games in 1987. He is the symbol for

pure abstraction, a chain of signifiers of
isolation, a no-place with gods.

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Scene (+) 3

PAUL MOLITOR has a buzz-cut so DAI, kneeling in the bathtub, shaves
his head down to root. NARRATOR 1 sits naked on the floor beside.
NARRATOR 2 stands above her holding her head.

DAI: If  hair grows, why not mine, scattered on the porcelain.

NARRATOR 1: he did not say, “if  I grow, then why not MOLITOR
someday in the Hall of Fame?”

NARRATOR 2: he did not say, “if  into my skin snow would fall,
then why not black spades in wind, in murmur.”

DAI: (shaking his head) If  Molitor sings in.  If  Molitor sings.
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Scene (-) 3

DAI in a small boat floating among drowned cancer patients, white gowns
like water lilies.  NARRATOR 3 sits across from DAI.

DAI: During softball I say garbage comes to my house and my
mind with insects; everybody thinks I am the void place, garbage.

In the background THE FITCHBURG SHERIFF is heard.

THE FITCHBURG SHERIFF: A boy to know; to know his taste,
salt and accident, salt and cypress.

DAI paddles through the bodies with a large spoon on which is spelled
THE FITCHBURG SHERIFF’S name. As he caresses the cheeks of  a
pretty patient in the water DAI should say:

DAI: Goes to the game hatless can I have

a box of  Crackerjack.

a cap with a colored letter or symbol.
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Scene (-) 4.5

THE FITCHBURG SHERIFF sits on his horse in a field of  yellow
dresses held up by small trees. The SHERIFF paws through the deck wrapped
up in a rubber band.  NARRATOR 1 stands to the side beside a burning
dress.

THE FITCHBURG SHERIFF: My horse is thick he says how’za
bout a local team.
heh, heh, I laugh.  Heh, heh, he chortles.

NARRATOR 1: he did not say, “equal magnitudes: an ocean
requires a world, a dead girl’s clothes.”
he did not say, “formal nexus of  an ideal: the winter in the
surrounding world, slaughtered lambs.”

THE FITCHBURG SHERIFF should at this time repeat his lines
from scene –3; or, if  of  + 3, he should fold a dress to the size of  an
envelope, putting it into an envelope addressed to PAUL MOLITER,
saying:

THE FITCHBURG SHERIFF: You could say under the sky, or
my grave, my grave; I prefer that the flies divide these pleasures,
ruins into fluencies.
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Scene (+) 4.5

DAI sits in the tub, bald.  He is alone.  GRANDFATHER walks in and
sits on the toilet.

GRANDFATHER: The buzz-cut is the big thing you have almost
no hair there for your head.

DAI: It was as if  the rain had not fallen there for months.
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Scene (-) 5.3

Sitting in the unnamed Cornell box where eggs are held in alcoves painted
white (six alcoves high and five wide), DAI holds a large egg in his lap. He
wears a Burger King Crown. NARRATOR 1 kneels in a lower alcove
looking up at DAI.

DAI:  At the Burger King it’s raining good

thing I have a cardboard mustard crown

to wear I’m king I’m king no queen.

NARRATOR 1: he did say, “into an opening, inspire a shape: white
hills as if  ladders between tangencies.”
he did say, “Dissociated space: a king on closeness and involvement,
seasons sieged, antecedents unmoored.”

DAI:  Villain, not. Villain, be swung.

Stage blackens.
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Scene (+) 5.3

THE FITCHBURG SHERIFF stands beside his horse, holding the
reins on stage left.  He stares at a little boy swinging a baseball bat on stage
right.  The boy is dressed like DAI. The stage is black except for light on
the two individuals.

THE FITCHBURG SHERIFF in a singsong voice:

Villain swat that ball away.

That makes four runs to-day.
Villain swat that ball away.

That makes four runs to-day.

BOY in a singsong voice repeating:

Summer dusk,

summer dusk
between sleep and sleep.
Villain swat that ball away.

That makes four runs to-day.

THE FITCHBURG SHERIFF lets go of  his horse and moves toward
the child. Stage goes dark. The voice of  DAI is heard singing.

DAI: Goes to the game hatless

          a box of  Crackerjack, hatless

          a box of  Crackerjack, madness

          a cap, a colored fetter, rope and thimble.
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Scene (-) 8

DAI sits in the tub, bald, holding knees to chest. NARRATOR 1 holds
him. GRANDFATHER sits on the toilet.

GRANDFATHER: I’ll give you a name.

DAI: Name? Villain Sheriff.

GRANDFATHER: I’ll right you saddle tall.

DAI: The cards are all Babe-named

GRANDFATHER: Shuffle again.

DAI: I want MOLITOR THE IGNITOR!

GRANDFATHER: I’ll give you a name.

Stage blackens.
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
